
OIL PAINTING

Oil painting had been used since the 12th century, but it was the Flemings who perfected this 

technique in the 15th century. Since then, it has remained the preferred technique for creating 

paintings that are true to life . This way of painting through glazes, which usually go from the 

darkest to the lightest colours, permits to create truly amazing images, sometimes difficult to 

distinguish from a photograph.

This technique is particularly suitable for beginners as the oil paint dries very slowly, allowing 

continuous touch-ups in case of second thoughts or mistakes.

No previous experience with drawing is necessary as it is possible to transfer a design onto the 

canvas using the dusting technique.
